Outer Banks Community Foundation awards First Flight HS scholarships
The Outer Banks Community Foundation manages the 15 scholarship funds that provided 26 scholarships in the amount of $32,700 to 17 graduating seniors at the First Flight High School Senior Awards Night May 27.  Because many of the awards are renewable, there is the potential for the total amount to reach $84,850 for these students through their college years.  The Foundation’s scholarship funds have given over $923,000 in awards to local students since the first scholarship was presented in 1984.

Skipper Hines, member of the Foundation’s Board of Directors and Scholarship Committee, presented several of this year’s awards including the Milton A. Jewell Scholarship Fund renewable $5,000 scholarship to Jamie McNeill.
