Outer Banks Community Foundation awards Hatteras scholarships
The Outer Banks Community Foundation manages the six scholarship funds that provided ten scholarships in the amount of $11,600 to nine graduating seniors at the Cape Hatteras Secondary School Award Ceremony June 1.  The Foundation will help donors award over $105,000 this year in scholarships to high school graduates and current college students.  The Foundation’s scholarship funds have given over $923,000 in awards to local students since the first scholarship was presented in 1984.

Greg Honeycutt, member of the Board of Directors and the Scholarship Committee of the Outer Banks Community Foundation, presented scholarships from three Funds.  The Inez Daniels Austin Scholarship Fund awarded two scholarships for the first time, each in the amount of $800, to Tori Ballance and Annie Brown.  The scholarship fund was established as a memorial to a Hatteras teacher.
Honeycutt also presented the Dorothy T. Fletcher Memorial Scholarship Fund award for $3,500 to Tyler Naughton.  This scholarship is designated for a student who plans to pursue a career in the culinary arts.

The North Banks Rotary Scholarship Fund awards scholarships to students with a strong academic record, good community involvement and character and positive work history.  Honeycutt presented this year’s $2,500 award to Mickey Gregory.

Chad Miller announced the first scholarship award of $1,000 from the new Greg and Eden Honeycutt Scholarship Fund to Brooke Nessen.  This scholarship recognizes volunteer and extracurricular activities and requires that the recipient plan to attend a North Carolina college or university.
Chief Mike Daugherty of Chicamacomico Fire Station announced three awards from the Dare County Association of Fire Officers Scholarship Fund.  Ben Williams received a $1,000 scholarship and Malcolm Hale and Tyler Williams each received a $500 scholarship.
