Outer Banks Community Foundation reaches giving milestone 
Since it was established 27 years ago, the Outer Banks Community Foundation has helped donors give back more than $3,000,000 to meet unmet needs on the Outer Banks.  One million dollars of that amount has been awarded in the past three years.

The Foundation’s Board of Directors announces second quarter grant awards of $50,920 from undesignated, designated and donor-advised funds.    

The Board approved a grant to Food for Thought in the amount of $11,000 to purchase fresh fruit for weekend meal bags for children during the next school year.  The grant will be paid from the Benevolent Fund which was established by an anonymous donor to support organizations that help meet needs of the poor, sick, infirm, youth and strangers in the community.

Interfaith Community Outreach received a grant of $5,000 from the Benevolent Fund and the Shirley and David Doran Memorial Fund to support community assistance programs that will help with shelter and a community garden.

A grant of $5,120 from the Milton A. Jewell Grant Fund will provide the Monarch Beach Club with a mobile changing table and shower trolley that will enable additional disabled young adults to participate in the organization’s programs.
The Board approved a grant of $5,000 for Dare County Arts Council to purchase sheet music, books and instruments for the Community Music School that will be created for at-risk youths.  The grant will be paid from the Martin Kellogg Memorial Fund, the Little, Owens and BB&T Fund and the Thomas and Annie Baum Memorial Fund.

Wright Flight of North Carolina received a grant of $4,500 to help with fuel and flight costs for the Wright Flight program for Dare County fifth grade students.  The grant will be paid from the Shirley and David Doran Memorial Fund.

A grant of $3,500 from the Shirley and David Doran Memorial Fund will help the Outer Banks Running Club develop a new website.

The Coastal Carolina Purple Martin Society received a grant of $2,500 to purchase computer equipment to enable the organization to present educational programs in the area.  The grant will be paid from the Environment Fund and the Shirley and David Doran Memorial Fund.

The Board approved a grant of $2,500 to Ocracats to assist the organization’s mission of helping spay, neuter, feed and adopt cats on Ocracoke Island.   The grant will be paid from the Milton A. Jewell Grant Fund.

College of The Albemarle received a $2,250 grant from the Thomas and Annie Baum Memorial Fund to create a collection of student-written historical essays.
A grant of $1,000 was awarded to Prevent Blindness North Carolina to help with vision screening and follow up care for 40 children in the Outer Banks area.  The grant will be paid from the Children and Youth Fund and the Shirley and David Doran Memorial Fund.

The Board of Directors also approved grants from donor-advised funds whose donors make recommendations for distributions.  Grants from the Kelly Family Fund will be awarded to Meredith College, American Legion, Outer Banks Create the Future Initiative, Roanoke Island Historical Association, Fellowship of Christian Athletes and Interfaith Community Outreach.  A grant from the Spencer Family Fund will be awarded to Outer Banks Relief Foundation.  Grants from the Ford Family Fund were approved earlier during this quarter to Food for Thought and All God’s Children United Methodist Church.
